COMIC BOOKS 

 
It’s the 21st century, and people all over the world still read comics as they did a 

number of decades ago. Once said to be just for kids, in fact they were always secretly read by 
their parents too. However, in the early days of comics’ popularity, many adults on the old 
continent read comics, but they weren’t telling too many people about it. In the States the case 
was different. While in the past comics were ignored by adult Americans, these days you’ll 
see hundreds of them proudly wearing T-shirts with their favorite characters!  

The comic book as we know it really got its shape with the introduction of Superman 
in 1938. Earlier comics appeared in stores in the form of comic strips running in the 
newspapers. Superman, created by two Jewish guys who immigrated to New York City to 
look for a publisher for their work, was also originally intended to be a comic strip for the 
newspaper. But instead, it was cut and pasted and printed as a comic book. The publisher 
thought that the longer format suited the story better.  

The book was an instant success, and it started what’s known as the Golden Age of 
comic books. Heroes like Captain America, Batman, The Human Torch, as well as Romance 
Comics, Funny Animal and True Crime stories were read by millions every week. By contrast, 
if a comic sells 400,000 copies nowadays, it’s considered a huge success. Back then, a comic 
book cost a tenth of a dollar and had 64 pages. Today, half as many pages will cost you at 
least two dollars, and many books sell for six bucks or more.  

In the 1950’s, a company called EC Comics, run by the son of the man who published 
Superman, made a first attempt to publish comics that could be enjoyed by both adults and 
children. Instead of following the trend of introducing more superheroes, EC focused on 
crime, war stories, and horror. The books they produced are still some of the best-loved and 
most searched for items by collectors.  

Comics also made a big step forward in the early 80’s, with the introduction of the 
graphic novel. It was basically a long-form comic book which looked like a paperback book. 
A standard comic book was thin and delicate, easy to destroy, and wouldn’t survive being 
thrown in and out of a backpack too many times. A graphic novel was lasting, had a longer 
shelf life, and looked like a book, so you could read it on the bus or the subway without 
feeling embarrassed. These were the advantages that readers noticed immediately. But for 
editors, graphic novels could, most importantly, be advertised more easily and transported to 
bookstores which caused that many more readers started noticing and buying them.  

In the 90’s comics’ storylines were made into Hollywood movies A big part of the 
new interest in comics is that the kids who grew up on them in the 70’s and 80’s are now 
adults in positions of power: they are novelists, gallery owners and museum curators. They 
work in advertising agencies and they design clothes. And in their work they honour their 
favourite comic books, characters and their creators. Who knows, maybe one day we will 
even see Batman, Spiderman or X-man on the stages of Broadway or the Globe?
